Appreciation Dinner,  
hosted by Betty & John Whetham,  

was held in January.  A lovely meal 

and great fellowship was enjoyed by 

all.

A favourite dessert of many guests, 

Pina Colada Cheesecake … and 

here is a sharing of the recipe… 
 

  1 cup vanilla wafer crumbs  
  ½ cup finely chopped nuts 
  2 tbsp sugar 
  3 tbsp butter or margarine, melted 
Grease sides of a 9 inch springform 
pan with margarine (butter). Combine 
crumbs, nuts, sugar & butter: press 
into bottom of pan. 
 

  1 envelope of unflavoured gelatin 
  ¼ cup cold water  
  1 - 8 oz pkg cream cheese, softened 
  ½ cup sugar 
  *1 - 8oz can crushed pineapple  
  rum 
  1 cup whipping cream, whipped 
  **¼ cup toasted coconut 
Soften gelatin in water, stir over low 
heat until dissolved. Combine cream 
cheese and sugar, mixing at medium 
speed on electric mixer until well  
blended. Drain pineapple, reserving 
liquid.  Add enough rum to reserved 
liquid to measure ¾ cup. Gradually 
add gelatin and combined rum 
mixture to cream cheese, mixing  
until blended. Chill until mixture is 
thickened but not set. Fold in whipped 
cream and pineapple, pour over crust. 
Chill until firm. Sprinkle with coconut. 
 

* I cannot buy 8 oz cans of pineapple. I 
use 14 oz cans usually Del Monte and I 
drain them really well. Then I throw away 
some of the juice so that I can add some 
rum making sure that I only have three 
quarters of a cup of combined juice and 
rum.  
**I have never measured the coconut. I 
just throw on as much as I want! 
(I often make triple batches of the recipe 

and fill one 10 inch and one 8 inch pan. 

This is very good if you have a crowd 

because the cakes are deeper (higher) 

and then you can cut the slices smaller 

thereby serving more people, and you 

thought I was just a pretty face!!! )
